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Many of us enjoy martial arts
in movies and television. Bruce Lee,
Jackie Chan, and Chuck Norris entertain
their viewers with their devastating kicks,
catlike agility, and superhuman strength.
Master Joe Kim '87 is somewhat a real
life example of these fighting heroes. Kim
is a seventh degree black belt in Tae-
kwondo and manages Kim's Martial Arts
School in Avon Lake, Ohio. The school
also teaches Taekwondo and kickboxing
for all ages and is one of the largest in
Ohio. Recently, the Edsman sat down to
talk with Kim about his experiences from
St. Ed's and the martial arts.

Joseph E. Kim was a small baby
born by a single mother two months
premature on June 18, 1969 in Fairview
Park, Ohio. He had a seriously impairing
vision problem, which required him to
wear a pair of glasses that saw in two dif-
ferent colors. After a neighborhood bully
smashed them on the pavement, Kim's
uncle encouraged that he study martial
arts, He earned his black belt in Taekwon-
do at the age of eleven under Grandmaster
Myung Hwan Kim, who eventually mar-
ried Joe's mother.

As a student at st. Edward High
School, Kim was training in the "dojang,"
or gym, almost every day. His favorite

memory of high school was his English
teacher, Mr. William Zaletel. Kim enjoyed
Zaletel's militaristic style ofteaching and
the discipline that he taught. Kim recalls
that Zaletel made the students account-
able for their actions. This impressed Kim
on the way he studied and learned. "I
can remember it (high school) like it was
yesterday," he claims. The most important
thing Kim recalls from St. Ed's is the pride
and sense of brotherhood that the school
presented to him. He still talks with many
of his peers from high school. Kim's ad-
vice to students today is to appreciate what
you have, especially your friendships ani"!
structure in life. Also, he recommends that
students partake in every activity that you
can to get involved with your school and
carry on the St. Edward tradition honor-
ably.

In 1989, Kim was invited to be
a permanent athlete at the U.S. Olympic
Training Center in Colorado Springs.
In 1990, Kim earned a spot on the U.S.
National Taekwondo Team. He fought his
way to a bronze medal in both the World
Cup in Madrid, Spain and Pan Ameri-
can Championships at Bayamon, Puerto
Rico. In 1992, Bill Belichick, coach of
the Cleveland Browns, invited Kim to
help train his players with foot and hand
skills as wen as flexibility. He has also
worked with the Dallas Cowboys, Miami

Dolphins, Green Bay Packers, Denver
Broncos, and former AFL team Tampa
Bay Storm. Currently, Kim works with
the Buffalo Bills and Penn State Univer-
sity. He is the only martial artist in the
world to work with six NFL teams .•
